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A 868 IMO Resolution (1997)

First international attempt to deal with the problem

Recommendation for exchanging ballast water oh B&ps: coastal living
organisms unable to survive there

Problems: 1) exchange on high sea not alwayslgessiue to short travels
and close proximmity of coasts

2) not mandatory (just a recommendation)

3) not completely efficient (95% maximum)

Due to harsh national regulations to come in somtries (Australia...), a
more stringent international step had to be made

This led to IMO Convention in 2004
